 Norvil was raised and schooled in the Brooks Community graduating
Carthage High School and Jacksonville Junior College. He married the love of
his life, Beatrice “Bea” Willey in Jacksonville, Texas on August 14, 1954.
Together Norvil and Bea raised four sons and celebrated 62 years of
marriage. They established the Williams Furniture Company in 1970, on the
square in Carthage, and owned and operated it until retirement. Norvil was an
active community member serving as past president of the Noon Lions Club, a
member of The First Baptist Church of Carthage where he served as a
Deacon since 1957, Sunday school teacher for 42 years, member of the
Victory Sunday School class, and helped organize the AWANA Program in
1987.
