He came to Carthage at age seven graduating with the class of
1973. Mark worked almost forty years for Hawthorn Funeral Home and the
ambulance service before that. He worked in monument sales, owning a
monument cleaning business. He later owned and operated the Restland
Memorial Park Cemetery prior to his retirement. Mark married Jeena Gibbs on
December 11, 1986 and they celebrated 30 years together. He was a past
member of the Carthage Fire Department and the antique tractor association
and loved fishing, baseball and gardening. He is preceded in death by his
parents and a brother, Gary Burleson.
